These
opportunities include: webinars, peer
group discussions, lectures, writing
assignments, coaching, experiential
exercises, and leadership assessments.

In addition to an enriching learning
experience, once you complete the
program you will be enrolled in the
Leadership Academy Alumni Network,
allowing you to continue your learning
and expand your networking
opportunities.
